Construction will be aimed at certifying the renovated section
and extension of the City Hall according to BREEAM on class
level Excellent.

The commission is a turnkey contract in partnering.
Construction has begun and is expected to be completed in
August 2021.

The project will be order registered in the first quarter of 2018.
