In total, the station will make a total of
around 17,000 m2. The building will be built according to Miljobyggnad Gold.

The project is a turnkey contract. Construction is planned to start in September 2023 and
the project is expected to be completed by the spring of 2026 when Specialfastigheter will
turn it over to the Swedish Police Authority.
